Les ERN: de « super-centres de référence » européens

As axpertise in rare or low prevalence complex diseases or conditions is scarce and dispersed, the
Europezn Commission (EC) togsther with the Member States is working to establish European

Reference Networks (ERNs) to link existing specialised healthcare providers. ERNs will help facilitate

access to diagnosis and treatment by centralising knowledge and experience, medical research and

training, and resources in the arsa of rare or low prevalence complex diseases or conditions. The
premise for establishing ERNs is that expertise should be brought closar to the patients’ home., The EC
has been mandated tc define the requirements for ERNs as specified in Article 12 of the Directive
2011/24/EU on patient’s rights in cross-border healthcare. As a result, the EC developed the Commission
Delegated and Implementing Decisions of 10 March 2014.

The Commission Implementing Decision (2014/287/EU) on European Reference Networks (ERN)
adopted on 10 March, 2014 dstermines the process for the assessment, approval and establishment of
ERNs.

PURPOSE OF THE OPERATIONAL CRITERIA

The central component of the assessment programme is the Operational Criteria for Networks (ERNs)
and Healthcare Providers. The operational criteria describe the conditions that must be met tc meet the

requirements outlined in th2 Commission Delegated Decisicn 2014/286/EU. The purpose of the
operational criteriz is to provide @ common framework to assess Networks’ and Healthcare Providers’

compliance with this |egislation.

The operational criteria help ensure consistency across assessments of the Network and Healthcare
Provider Applicants, support the self-assessment process, and promote ongoing quality improvement.

All Networks and Healthcare Provider Applicants ara evaluated against the same operational criteria.

Etapes

Call 2016 assessment process

Any group of at least 10 healthcare providers established in at least 8 Member States which fulfill the legal provision established in the ERN
legislation G3, were invited to submit an application for establishing an ERN in a given field of expertise by the deadline of 22 July 2016.

Only ERN proposals positively assessed according to the legislation and the Assessment Manual for ERNs, and approved by the ERN Board
of Member States GJ are eligible for a grant.

The European Commission has already completed the first eligibility check of the applications.

The Independent Assessment Body (IAB) contracted to carry out the technical assessment of the proposals received has already started
working.

The final decision on the approval of the ERN proposal will be taken by the ERN Board of Member States (BoMS).

European Reference Networks: preliminary results of call for interest

Following the first call for interest to establish a European Reference Network (ERN) and the call for grants for ERN,
which closed on July 22 2016, the Commission has received 24 applications; involving a total of 370 hospitals and
nearly 1000 highly specialised units. More details are available on our dedicated ERN website,

The next step is the assessment process. The Independent Assessment Body (IAB) has already started its
work to assess the ERN proposals, with the aim of delivering the final technical report by November 2016. The final
decision on the approval of ERNs will then be taken by the Board of Member States (BoMS) towards the end of the
vear. The BoMS will meet already next week (26 September), to discuss the next steps on the ERN proposals

assessments, as well as some strategic issues.

Other dates to note are 27 September when the last workshop on the ERN Study which outlines the services to be
provided by the ERNs and its members takes place, and 28-29 September when the Joint Action on Rare Disease
(RD-ACTION policy WP) is organising a workshop for the prospective ERNs.
